SAFE OPERATING AND CARE INSTRUCTIONS FOR
HOUSEHOLD FURNITURE (ENG)

RULES AND CONDITIONS FOR SAFE OPERATION

1.The use of furniture products released into circulation must be carried
out according to the purpose of the furniture product indicated mn the marking,
assembly instructions, operation and care.

2. Furniture products delivered in disassembled form must be assembled by
a furniture assembler on a flat (level-aligned) surface in accordance with the
assembly instructions attached by the manufacturer, which include a complete
list and installation diagram.

3. When installing furniture products in the immediate vicinity of heating
and heating devices, their surfaces must be protected from heat during operation.
The heating temperature of furniture elements must not exceed +40°C.

4. It 1s not allowed to carve and cut products on the surface of the worktops
of kitchen tables.

5.When placing furniture in an apartment during a cold period of time,
before assembling it, it is necessary to keep the parts at room temperature for at
least two hours.

6. Check and tighten loose bolt and screw connections periodically during
operation of products; in sliding wardrobe “Comfort”, check and tighten loose
connections on the door sliding mechanisms periodically.

7. Corner cabinets with 400 mm sidewall are divided into a functional
space with a fixed rail into a part for storing clothes and a part for storing ties and
belts.

8. Cabinet doors during installation and moving to the installation site must
be supplied strictly in the "sideways" position.

9. If you need to move the product in the room, you need to completely
free the furniture from stored items and objects, pull-out shelves and drawers. To
avoid damage to the existing supports, move the product by lifting it above the
floor level.

10. Static vertical loads (especially single point forces) are not permissible:
more than 5 kg on the bottom of the drawer, more than 10 kg on the shelves of
cabinets, shelving units, more than 60 kg on stands and kitchen tables, more than
75 kg on desks, computer and dining tables. The normal force of opening doors
1s up to 5 kg, drawer pull-out force up to 5 kg. The load on the glass shelves
should not exceed 2,5 kg.

11. The maximum permissible load for one berth of a bed, bunk bed and
loft bed is not more than 90 kg. It is not recommended to stand with your feet on
the product or sit on the back and sides of the furniture.

12.The manufacturer reserves the right to modify the product without
impairing its construction and performance.

CARE INSTRUCTIONS

1. When using furniture products, the ingress of water and other liquids
into the furniture parts must be avoided. When installing sinks and basins in
kitchen and bathroom furniture products, they must be waterproofed where they
come into contact with the surface of the furniture body.

2. Remove dust from the products with a slightly wet or special dry cloth
without the use of chemical cleaning agents.

3.To avoid warping and discolouration, avoid exposing the furniture to
direct sunhght.

4. Furniture is recommended to operate in rooms at a temperature of at
least +2°C and no more than +35°C and relative humidity of 45-70%.

5. It 1s forbidden to put hot objects on all worktops and horizontal surfaces
of furniture, defrost products or leave strongly cooled objects on the surface of
the worktop for a long time.

Warranty period:
Furniture - 24 months from the date of sale in the store. The product meets the
requirements of GOST 16371-2014.
Furniture for sitting and lying down - 18 months from the date of sale n the
store. The product meets the requirements of GOST 16371-2014, GOST 19917-
2014.
During the warranty period, the manufacturer guarantees the repair of products or
their replacement, if the consumer does not violate the operating rules.
Product lifetime of furniture and furniture for sitting and lying down is 2 years.
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
